Esta primavera se inauguran en Chicago tres exposiciones que
conmemoran el 40° aniversario del Programa de Becarios
MacArthur, dando paso a la primera oleada de proyectos
presentados en coordinacion con Toward Common Cause: Art,
Social Change, and the MacArthur Fellows Program at 40.

Gibson (2019), An-My Lé (2012) y Shahzia Sikander (2006) se
encuentran entre los 29 artistas que participan en Toward

Common Cause, una amplia exposicion en varios sitios
organizada por el Museo de Arte Smart de la Universidad de
Chicago en colaboracion con mas de dos docenas de
organizaciones asociadas en materia de exposiciones,
programas e investigacion de todo Chicago, entre ellas Arts +
Public Life de UChicago, el Museo de Fotografia
Contemporanea (MoCP) del Columbia College Chicago y la
Biblioteca Newberry.

Arts + Public Life inaugura Toward Common Cause con una
exposicion de obras de Dawoud Bey, residente en Chicago, que
ha fotografiado a jévenes del South Side a lo largo de décadas
de practica artistica. En la década de 1990, los invitd a su
estudio, los sentd contra las paredes del estudio, pintadas de un

solo tono, y fragmentd sus rostros en multiples fotos Polaroid de
20 x 24 pulgadas. A

principios de la década de 2000, saco fotografias callejeras de
los j6venes del South Side cuando los encontrd en banquetas y
escalones. En su conjunto, estos retratos hacen visible un grupo
que no es plenamente reconocido por la sociedad, activando
los mundos internos de estos jévenes para que los espectadores
los contemplen.

Jefirey Gibson: Sweet Bitter Love

Sweet Bitter Love presenta las reflexiones de Jeffrey Gibson

sobre las representaciones de los pueblos indigenas en las

instituciones culturales. Gibson, miembro del Grupo Misisipiano

de Indios Choctaw y descendiente de cheroquis, responde a los
retratos de indigenas del siglo XIX de la coleccion de la
Biblioteca Newberry. Sus pinturas y su papel tapiz refutan el
simbolismo etnhografico con capas vibrantes y brillantes. Al
rodear la documentacion de los regalos ceremoniales
adquiridos por el Museo Field en 1991, las obras de Gibson
cuestionan nuestras expectativas sobre lo que se considera un
artefacto cultural y las practicas institucionales en torno al
cuidado de dichos objetos. Al entablar un didlogo critico en el
espacio de la galeria, estos objetos de arte deconstruyen
colectivamente los mitos sobre las culturas indigenas y dan fe
de la persistencia indigena.

An My Le’s work “November 5, Sugar
Cane Field, Houma, Louisiana, 2016"
is a striking image of a sugar cane field
being burnt, stirring questions of the
origin of the fire. A massive plume of
smoke encompasses the majority of
the middle section of the photograph,
with the blackened rows of sugar
cane fields below it and a blue sky full
of clouds around it. There are sparks
of orange around the field, marking
the presence of more fires; it is not
clear from the photograph if these
fires were intentionally set, to
repropagate the soil, or otherwise. In
the base of the smoke there are faint
outlines of tall sugarcane plants
reaching up into the pillar of smoke.

Lé y Shahzia Sikander exploran los monumentos y la identidad,
asi como el arraigo de la historia en nuestro presente. General
silencioso (2015-presente), de Lé, presenta vistas a gran escala
de lugares y personas en el paisaje estadounidense
contemporaneo, mientras que Sikander utiliza la escultura, los
dibujos y la animacion para examinar las representaciones de la
feminidad interseccional que es impulsada por cuestiones de
quiénes son los monumentos histéricamente representados.
